1. Introduction: The meeting was called to order by Joe Boisvert at
7:40
PM;
2. Meeting Minutes: The minutes from the December 2010 Board Meeting
and
January 2011 Nominating Committee meeting were distributed and no comments
or corrections were offered; a motion to approve the minutes was made by
Hall, second by Bailey. The minutes for both meetings were unanimously
approved.
3. Treasurer's Report: The Treasurer's report was deferred to the
February
meeting. Joe reported that Mahan is cycling off the board and has offered
to assist the new treasurer during the transition and the preparation of the
2010 IRS report.
4. Hillsborough Street: Joe Boisvert provided update on Hillsborough
Street:
a. Business Doings:
i. The artist collective tentatively identified as The Round-A-Bout
Collective has leased space in the former Buddha's Belly storefront across
from the Bell Tower.
ii. NCSU has issued a Request For Proposals regarding the properties the
University has assembled on the north side of the street near the Bell
Tower.
iii. New banners branding the street have been installed.
iv. A new Yoga/Pilates Studio will be opening soon in the area - more on
this feature at next meeting.
b. Business Improvement District (BID) Payment: Councilor Russ
Stephenson
persuaded the Raleigh City Council to not dedicate the BID tax payment (+/-
$70,000.00/year) provided by the Stanhope Student Housing project for
Hillsborough Street improvements and to fund the Hillsborough Street
Community Partnership. The Student Housing project is set up as a
non-profit entity and does not pay property taxes - the owners of the
project offered on their own initiative to still make the BID payment to
bolster Hillsborough Street. The Board requested that Joe discuss this item
with Councilor Stephenson and Jeff Murrison, Executive director of the
Hillsborough Street Partnership.
c. Future Planning: Nina Slzosberg has sent out notices/invitations
for a
public meeting to be held March 22, 2011 for community input on the westward
expansion of Hillsborough Street improvements. There is a link to this
meeting posted on the UPHA website.
5. Annual Meeting Preparations: The annual Membership Meeting for UPHA
will
be held Monday, February 7, 2011 at Brooks Avenue Church of Christ at corner
of Rosedale Street and Brooks Avenue. This meeting has been advertised with
postcard mailings and is featured on the UPHA website. The UPHA Board is
very appreciative for the use of the Church Hall for UPHA functions
throughout the year and a motion was made (Mundt/Hall 2nd) to forward
donations collected at the meeting for the supper to the Church's Food Bank
program. In addition to collecting the night's receipts, neighbors will be
encouraged to bring food bank donations to the meeting.

7. DDNA/WADE CAC Meetings: Lori provided an update on the WADE CAC
January
meeting - Louise Griffin (UPHA Resident) provided a program on real estate
data , sales, values for the University Park neighborhood. Lori also
reported on a new program called SEE/CLICK/FIX where residents can report
maintenance issues (potholes, street lights, traffic signals, etc) to the
City - this item will be posted on the website and announced on the
list-serve and presented at the Annual Meeting next week. Leza provided an
update on the DDNA meeting for January in which the proposed Front Yard
Parking Ordinance was the topic of the meeting. The draft ordinance is not
moving forward in its current form. Councilor Stephenson has suggested
modifications to insure passage of the ordinance. UPHA Board will draft a
letter supporting the ordinance and will offer some recommendations to
Councilor Stephenson. Joe, Leza and David will take on this task.

a. The Residences at Cameron Village(Oberlin & Clark): Donna reported
that
she and David had attended meetings with the developer, their consultants
and representatives of Cameron Village and Cameron Park. The developer has
made several changes to the plans, and the meetings have been productive.

The Board discussed a possible
challenge grant to the private Latta House Foundation where UPHA would match
a $200.00 donation from Latta House Foundation towards this park sign.
Latta Park land was recently donated to the City of Raleigh, and is located
on the east-end of University Park in the Oberlin Village community.
