UPHA Board of Directors Meeting – June 27, 2011 at 7:30 at Leza Mundt’s house.
Attendees included Joe Boisvert, Terye Sloan, Leza Mundt, Evan Kane, April Norris, Tom Sri
There was no quorum at the May meeting, so no minutes.
Joe noted that there is interest in beginning a Community Watch program. He has discussed it with Raleigh Police Department and suggests we start it in Fall after school starts.
Treasurers report – no new money coming in and no expenses. CD renews July 7th. Some money ($2000) will be taken from the CD to cover the RaleighWoods tree planting cost share. Also, some money will be withdrawn to serve as a cushion for future expenses.
April noted that the website renewal is due in August or September - $200.
Joe provided a Hillsborough St Update: 
Space next to El Rodeo is gutted. Chipolte is moving in by Fall.
Pack House Pub has changed ownership again; sold to a retired couple who wants to turn it into a college bar. Joe has sent them a letter.
The three parcels at the SW corner of Dixie/Friendly/Hillsborough have been combined for a rezoning to a mixed use building. Will replace Katmandu, Timeout Chicken, and the Brewery.
The city’s new community policing program seems to be working. April and Joe noted responsiveness to calls and increased watchfulness in the Chamberlain Rd area. Four arrests were made in 2800 block of Kilgore – drug bust.
The plans for the July 4th parade was discussed:
Don Ellington will provide music/speakers.
Suzanne Frederick is leading the parade. 
Mayor, Crowder, Stephenson, and Baldwin are invited. Crowder will lead the pledge of allegiance. 
Leza will bring cups and the banner.
Membership Drive 2011: Tom is going to divide the neighborhood into “precincts” then we will take different portions and work on making contacts to encourage memberships.
Emmaus House: Joe met with their Board of Directors. Due to neighborhood concerns, they are going a little slower in populating the house. It is a boarding house, it is legal. The neighbors have asked for a fence along the house’s property line that shares with the houses on Raymond. They are taking out all of the vegetation along that boundary to install the fence. An Emmaus staff member is currently living at the house, acting as a counselor/manager. They have not yet provided us with their operating procedures, but they have said they would. One more meeting with concerned neighbors and that’s it.
New Business: The Society of Friends church wants to tear down the house next door for a parking lot. Joe is planning to meet with them. Leza will go too. We appreciate their willingness to meet with us.
New Board Appointments: David Brown, secretary, resigned this past month. He believed he had a conflict of interest between his career and his service on the board. April Norris, VP of Communications, also resigned, as she is moving away from the neighborhood in July. April has agreed to continue to administer the website. We will try to find a replacement by the time the website renewal is due in August and September after reviewing the by-laws for the correct process.
Evan knows someone who may qualify for April’s position. He will contact him. We will keep on the look-out for a new secretary. In the interim, Leza will take the minutes.
Chic-fil-a has broken ground in Cameron Village. Cox-Schepp Inc is the contactor. Brian Nicholson with Crescent Properties is our contact. Keeping the sidewalks open during construction is a concern that is being addressed.
Residences at Cameron Village – no construction access from Oberlin. Two accesses on Clark, one emergency access behind McDonalds. 8’ fence around most of it. Sidewalks will be open. Demolition will take between 90 and 120 days. Afterwards, 18 months for construction. We will work with them to establish a communication tree to provide info on construction. There is a way to disable the reverse “beeping;” may do this if they have to work early or late hours. Joe has the job foreman’s contact information.
Will need a new moderator for the yahoo message board. Has to be someone that is mobile. April will be willing to train someone new. Right now, April was blocking some posts per our permission. Right now, it is wide open.
Evan asked the city parks and recreation department about an invasive species day – they will look into it. Also, need to get the tree planted that we planned in honor of Donna Bailey.
